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Police Multicultural Advisory Group (PMAG)
communique 
Meeting date: 5 December 2024
Location: Level 10, Makerston House, 30 Makerston Street, Brisbane
The Queensland Police Service (QPS) Police Multicultural Advisory Group (PMAG) met face to face on 5 December 2024. Acting Superintendent Jacqui Honeywood chaired the meeting as delegate on behalf of Commissioner Steve Gollschewski. 
The PMAG was provided with a draft Hate Crimes Scrutiny Panel framework to be developed and implemented by the QPS (Recommendation 10, inquiry into serious vilification and hate crimes). The PMAG considered the framework and the potential for this to effect positive change. Discussion points included potential piloting Districts, objectives of the Panel, timeframes and data collection. The PMAG committed to providing written feedback on the framework to the QPS Multicultural Affairs Unit (MAU). Discussions on this topic will be ongoing throughout 2025.   
Updates were provided on Queensland’s serious vilification and prohibited symbols legislation, including amendments being introduced in mid-2025 which add additional characteristics to serious vilification offences. Updates on the actions the QPS is taking to enhance community awareness and confidence to report hate crime incidents were also provided. This included an overview on hate crime brochures, flyers and external website products. The PMAG provided feedback on the products, including how communities can effectively obtain the products and translation options.
Discussions were held on three (3) deidentified case studies involving hate crime incidents. The PMAG also raised a further two (2) case studies that had recently occurred in the community. Discussions occurred around the case facts, police action taken, relevant legislation, community sentiment and how the new government’s policy changes will affect the QPS. 
The PMAG was provided an overview on the Queensland Multicultural Action Plan 2024-25 to 2026-27 and feedback was requested on the draft QPS Multicultural Action Plan 2024-27. The action items contained in the Action Plans were discussed, with the PMAG committing to providing further written feedback to the MAU. Discussions on this topic will be ongoing throughout 2025, including status updates on the QPS progress in delivering both Action Plans.   
The Commissioner delivered a final 2024 address, by way of update on the new government and the policy changes affecting the QPS. The Commissioner further discussed the QPS’s service delivery, including the transformation path it is taking to enhance policing services and invest in its workforce. The Commissioner and the PMAG discussed the new policies and implementation, the need for stakeholder engagement and consultation, QPS data collection, and translation services for victims. The Commissioner concluded his address by noting policing services at a national level are experiencing similar challenges with evolving crime (including hate crime), and that there is an increasing commitment nation-wide, particularly by the QPS, to effect positive change.
The next meeting date is scheduled for 8th April 2025. This will be the first meeting for 2025.
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
