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Police Multicultural Advisory Group (PMAG)

The Queensland Police Service (QPS) Police Multicultural Advisory Group (PMAG) met face-to-face on 8 April 2025. Acting Superintendent Tracey Hartley chaired the meeting as delegate on behalf of Acting Commissioner Shane Chelepy.   
A/Commissioner Chelepy opened the meeting with a positive update on Commissioner Steve Gollschewski’s treatment and his goal to return to work. He also shared insights into his ethnic and policing background, highlighting how it has shaped his unwavering commitment to the PMAG and multicultural communities. Reflecting on the response to former tropical cyclone Alfred in March 2025, A/Commissioner Chelepy praised the positive behaviours and resilience seen in communities. He concluded his address by emphasizing the QPs’s efforts to create more hate crime awareness, acknowledging that while the QPS cannot completely stop hate crimes, it can encourage communities to decide these crimes are not acceptable. 
The PMAG revisited discussions on the Hate Crimes Scrutiny Panel framework, which is to be implemented by the QPS as part of Recommendation 10 from the inquiry into serious vilification and hate crimes. The PMAG provided feedback on a draft Terms of Reference (ToR), covering implementation and membership processes, as well as reporting and data collection requirements. These discussions will continue throughout 2025.   
Updates were provided on Queensland’s serious vilification and prohibited symbols legislation, including offence data since its introduction in 2023. The PMAG was also briefed on newly launched QPS hate crime awareness products, including the QPS Hate Crime website page, posters, and brochures. Additionally, updates were given on further hate crime awareness products in progress, including a mandatory Online Learning Product for all QPS police officers and staff members and a Queensland-wide hate crime awareness media campaign. The PMAG has committed to developing and providing advice on these hate crime awareness products throughout 2025.   
In the latter part of the meeting, the PMAG considered its role under the newly published QPS Multicultural Action Plan 2024-27.  This plan outlines the initiatives the QPS will undertake over the next three years to deliver on its commitment under the Queensland Multicultural Action Plan 2024-25 to 2026-27. The PMAG considered Actions 1-3 and 12-13 of the Plan, particularly on initiatives to increase community awareness of warnings during incidents and disasters. The PMAG will continue to delivering the QPS Multicultural Action Plan 2024-27 throughout 2025.
The next meeting date is scheduled for 28 May 2025.
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
