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Police Multicultural Advisory Group (PMAG)
communique 
Meeting date: 28 May 2025
Location: Level 10, Makerston House, 30 Makerston Street, Brisbane
The Queensland Police Service (QPS) Police Multicultural Advisory Group (PMAG) met face-to-face on 28 May 2025. Acting Superintendent Jacqui Honeywood chaired the meeting as delegate on behalf of Acting Commissioner Shane Chelepy.   
The PMAG began the meeting by considering QPS commitments under the Queensland Multicultural Action Plan 2024-25 to 2026-27 and the QPS Multicultural Action Plan 2024-27 to increase community awareness of warnings during incidents and disasters. In doing so, the PMAG reviewed and provided feedback on a draft community QPS Disaster Management Information Sheet. The PMAG will continue to consider issues surrounding marginalised groups not receiving incident and disaster messaging and provide advice on initiatives to build communication strategies for multicultural communities at the next PMAG meeting.
Throughout the meeting, the PMAG was provided an update on QPS hate crime awareness products and its progress in implementing a Hate Crimes Scrutiny Panel (Recommendation 10 from the inquiry into serious vilification and hate crimes refers). The PMAG revisited the proposed QPS Hate Crimes Scrutiny Panel framework and provided additional feedback on implementation and membership processes. The PMAG will continue discussions on this topic for the remainder of 2025.   
The QPS Digital Intelligence and Community Engagement Team (DICE) also provided a presentation to the PMAG, including an overview of its function to research, implement and evaluate evidence-based initiatives to reduce community fear of crime and enhance trust and satisfaction with police. The DICE and the PMAG together discussed current district-based programs, including the Safer Together Program, Community Safety Champions Program and Digital Community Safety Training. 
A/Commissioner Chelepy closed the meeting by sharing insights from a recent Disaster Management Conference, which focused on the value and need for better community awareness and volunteerism. A/Commissioner Chelepy further spoke to upcoming changes which will arise from the Commissioner’s 100-day Review and proposed ‘Making Queensland Safer’ and ‘Police Protection Direction’ laws. A/Commissioner Chelepy concluded his address by positively remarking on upcoming QPS cultural visits, noting the visits will increase the QPS Executive Leadership Teams cultural awareness, engagement and support across the Service. 
The PMAG completed the meeting by reflecting on the success of the recent QPS EID Dinner held on 8 May 2024, including the positive feedback received from the Islamic community.
The second last meeting date for the current sitting PMAG (2024-2025) is scheduled for 27 August 2025.
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
