The Queensland Police Service (QPS) Police Multicultural Advisory Group (PMAG) convened in person on 27 August 2025. The meeting was chaired by Acting Superintendent Jacqui Honeywood, as delegate on behalf of Acting Commissioner Cheryl Scanlon.   
A/Commissioner Scanlon opened the meeting with a positive update on Commissioner Steve Gollschewski, who is scheduled to return to duty on 15 September 2025. Updates were also provided on the implementation of recommendations from the QPS 100-Day Review and Watchhouse Review, reinforcing the importance of PMAG remaining business as usual. 
The PMAG discussed recent protest activity across Queensland. A/Commissioner Scanlon reiterated the QPS’s firm stance against unlawful behaviour, including hate crimes, and confirmed that any such incidents will be thoroughly investigated and prosecuted to the full extent of the law. 
In closing, A/Commissioner Scanlon reflected on the success of QPS Multicultural Awareness Month, including the annual QPS Multifaith/Multicultural Dinner held on 21 August 2025. She also committed to attending future PMAG meetings in her substantive role as Deputy Commissioner, Specialist Operations. 
The meeting featured guest presentations from Superintendent Michelle Stenner and Detective Superintendent Health Hutchings, who provided an overview of the Security and Counter Terrorism Command (SCTC). The PMAG collectively discussed global and domestic security and terrorism trends, as well as QPS-led prevention activities. PMAG will continue collaborating with SCTC throughout 2026/27 to enhance community awareness of prevention strategies.
A presentation was also delivered by Superintendent Paul Austin from the Emergency and Coordination Command. Discussions focused on the challenges faced by marginalised communities in accessing disaster and emergency information. The PMAG explored potential initiatives to improve communication for culturally and linguistically diverse (CALD) communities. The PMAG will continue to support this work under Focus Area 1 of the QPS Multicultural Action Plan 2024-27.
Additional agenda items included the evaluation of the 2024-2025 PMAG and planning for the 2025-2026 term. It was confirmed the current PMAG membership will be extended for one-year, with new local and regional positions to be advertised in the coming months. 
The meeting concluded with members expressing condolences following the recent Porepunkah police shooting and extending their gratitude to the QPS and all security services for their ongoing commitment to community safety. 
The final meeting for the 2024-2025 PMAG is scheduled for 13 November 2025.
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
