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Police Multicultural Advisory Group (PMAG)

The Queensland Police Service (QPS) Police Multicultural Advisory Group (PMAG) convened in person on 13 November 2025 for the year’s concluding meeting. The meeting was chaired by Acting Superintendent Jacqui Honeywood, as delegate on behalf of Commissioner Steve Gollschewski.
The PMAG opened the meeting by reflecting on its achievements across 2024-25. Across 2024-25, the PMAG has provided expert advice and support to the QPS to enhance its cultural capability and responsiveness, strategies and policies, and community relationships. Notable achievements acknowledged by the Commissioner included, but not limited to, PMAG’s support in delivering hate crime awareness and education products, and the QPS Hate Crimes Scrutiny Panel Pilot, which will position the QPS as a national leader in community-led oversight of hate crime responses.
As a standing agenda item, Deputy Commissioner Cheryl Scanlon (Specialist Operations) and Assistant Commissioner Charysse Pond (Security, Counter Terrorism and Forensic Services Command) attended the meeting to provide security and counter terrorism portfolio updates. The PMAG were presented with hate crime statistics and collectively discussed recent hate crimes and associated themes and challenges. Both Deputy Commissioner Scanlon and Assistant Commissioner Pond reinforced the QPS’ zero tolerance on hate crimes and noted the QPS has further partnered with several state and national agencies to enhance social cohesion and hate crimes responses across Australia.
In closing the meeting, the PMAG welcomed back Commissioner Gollschewski following extended leave. The Commissioner reflected on his recent return to the QPS and reinforced his ongoing commitments under the QPS 100-Day Review to restore support to the frontline and keep the community safe and feeling safe. Commissioner Gollschewski further acknowledged the upcoming challenges with Queensland’s 2025-26 disaster season and encouraged the PMAG to continue to work with the QPS to ensure communities are prepared. Commissioner Gollschewski concluded his final address for 2025 by announcing that the QPS has published its Queensland Multicultural Action Plan 2024-27 annual report and has delivered on all its 14 commitments focused on delivering culturally responsive services, driving diversity and inclusion across the public sector, and promoting social cohesion.
Additional agenda items included the evaluation of the 2024-2025 PMAG and planning for the 2025-2026 term. The current PMAG membership will be extended for one year, with new local and regional positions for the PMAG 2026-27 term advertised on Seek until mid-December 2025.  
The next PMAG meeting is scheduled for 28 January 2026.
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
